TEACHING AT MCCLA

Thank you for your interest in teaching at MCCLA!

MCCLA is committed to offering local artists & artisans, the opportunity to teach classes at the
Center in various artistic disciplines. Currently, MCCLA offers approximately 40 classes for all
ages in dance, music, visual arts, photography, arts & crafts, & computer graphics, among others.

Priority is given to classes that further MCCLA’s mission to promote, preserve and develop the
Latino Arts, and to make arts accessible to the community it serves. For this reason, instructors
are required to be bilingual (English/Spanish). A complete application must be submitted.

Instructors must teach at least one semester during the year. The 2 semesters go from January to
June and from July to December. Applications are accepted twice a year: in May (for the Jan-
Jun semester), and in November (for the Jul-Dec semester). Once application is approved,
MCCLA and the instructor (independent contractor) enter into a teaching agreement. Instructor
obtains 70% of the total of tickets sold to their class. Payments are made every two weeks.

If instructor begins in January, he/she has the option, at MCCLA’s discretion, to continue
teaching until December of the same year. Every November, however, all MCCLA instructors
must submit a new application.

Instructors are responsible for promoting their classes, attending all scheduled classes punctually,
keeping a minimum of 8-10 students per class throughout the semester, and having a qualified
substitute to teach in their absence. Consideration is given to all of the above upon contract
renewal.

e Once application is approved, instructor must submit a photo and brief bios (1 paragraph)
for inclusion in MCCLA’s website.

e Class evaluations are conducted at the end of each semester (June & December) by class
participants.

e Instructors are also encouraged to participate in MCCLA’s End of Semester recitals &
exhibit at least once a year (2" Saturday in June & December).

e To keep classes affordable, instructors may charge up to $12/per class, per student.
MCCLA offers discounted coupons depending on class fee.

DANDO CLASES EN MCCLA

Agradecemos su interés en dar clases en MCCLA!

MCCLA ofrece a los artistas y artesanos locales, la oportunidad de dar clases en varias disciplinas
artisticas. MCCLA ofrece cerca de 40 clases a la semana para todas las edades, en danza, musica,
pintura, dibujo, artesanias, disefio gréafico y serigraficas, entre otros.

Se daréa prioridad a aquellas clases que vayan a tono con la mision del MCCLA, de promover, preservary
desarrollar las artes latinas, y hacer el arte accesible para la comunidad. Por esta razon requerimos que
los instructores de MCCLA sean bilingties (en Inglés y Espafiol). Los candidatos deberan someter una
solicitud para dar clases para ser considerados.

Los instructores deberan ensenar al menos un semester durante el ano. Los dos semesters van de enero a
junio, y de juio a diciembre. Las solicitudes se aceptan dos veces al ano: en mayo (para el semester de
enero-junio) y en noviembre (para el semester de jio a diciembre). Una vez la solicitud ha sido aprobada,
MCCLA y el artista (agente independiente) firman un acuerdo por un semestre. El instructor obtendra el
70% del total de boletos vendidos para su clase. Los pagos se hacen cada dos semanas.

Si el instructor comienza en enero, tiene la opcion, a discrecion de MCCLA, de continuar ensefiando
hasta diciembre de ese mismo afio. No obstante, todos los instructores de MCCLA deberan someter
una nueva solicitud en noviembre para dar clases cada enero.

Como parte del acuerdo, los instructores son responsables de promover sus clases, asistir a todas sus
clases puntualmente, mantener un minimo de 8-10 estudiantes durante el semester y tener un maestro
sustituto cualificado cuando esté ausente. La renovacién del acuerdo con MCCLA dependera de que
se cumpla lo antes mencionado.

e Una vez aprobada la solicitud, el instructor deberd someter una foto y una corta biografia (de 1
parrafo) para ser incluidos en la pagina web.

e Las clases son evaluadas por los participantes al final de cada semester (junio y diciembre).

e Invitamos a los instructores a que participen en el Recital / Exposicién de fin de curso, al menos
una vez al afio (el 2do sabado de junio y diciembre).

e Para mantener las clases a un precio razonable, los instructores pueden cobrar hasta $12 por clase,
por estudiante. MCCLA ofrece cupones de descuento dependiendo del precio de la clase.
